Emergency Treatment for JSPS Fellows’ Return to Their Countries

On 11 March, the Great Tohoku Earthquake struck Japan. We extend you are
condolences for any anxiety or suffering that this unexpected calamity may have caused

you.

JSPS will provide exceptional treatment to the following fellows returning to their

countries on and after 11 March:

Fellows under the listed fellowship programs

- JSPS Postdoctoral Fellowship for Foreign Researchers (Standard and for North
American and European Researchers) who have already received their return
tickets

- JSPS Invitation Fellowships for Research in Japan (Short- and Long-term)

- BRIDGE Fellowship Program

Normally, fellows returning home under these fellowship programs use an
already-issued ticket, and are not allowed to change its route, carrier, date of departure,
airport of departure, or airport of arrival. If such changes are made by fellows, they are
obligated to pay out of pocket the differences in fares, such as agent handling fees, and

cancellation charges, and so forth.

However, knowing the anxiety you must have suffered, exceptional travel measures
have been put in place for the above-listed fellows returning home in the wake of the 11

March earthquake.

This time as well, we will basically ask fellows to use the ticket issued you by the

airline. If, however, you request an exception to the travel rules regarding date and

airport of departure and/or airport of arrival for unavoidable reasons, JSPS will cover

any differences in fares and agent’s handling fees incurred. JSPS will also covers
charges for changing airlines if the airline that your ticket is issued for cannot be used
due to full booking or other reasons.

Please be informed that travel for temporary leaves of absence does NOT come under

this emergency policy, and that tickets must be arranged and paid for by the fellows

themselves.



If your return home will cut your tenure short and you have already received your

allowances, you will be obligated to reimburse JSPS the amount of remaining
allowances for the shortened period. In this case, please contact JSPS via your host

researcher at your earliest convenience and reimburse the remaining allowances via
him/her.

This treatment consists of two parts, one written in Japanese and the other in English.
If any differences in wording or interpretation should occur between the two parts, the

Japanese part will take precedence.
