Points on What to Say When Inquiring about the Visa Application Procedure at
a Japanese Embassy/Consulate
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Before applying for your visa, you should go to the nearest Japanese Embassy or Consulate to
obtain information on the application procedure and the necessary application documents.
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A. “l will stay in Japan to conduct collaborative research for (duration of fellowship) months at
(host institute’s name). My visit has been accepted by the host institute.”
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B. “The expenses for my stay in Japan will be covered by the JSPS Postdoctoral Fellowship
Program. The Japan Society for the Promotion of Science is an independent administrative
institution operating under the auspices of the Japanese Ministry of Education and Science
(Monbu-kagaku-sho). I have received a fellowship from JSPS; | am not employed by JSPS.”
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C. “May Il ask you to give me a list of all the documents | will need to apply for an entry visa?”
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D. *“How many days in advance of my departure should I apply for my visa? How long does it
take to obtain a visa after submitting my application? | am planning to leave for Japan on
(your planned departure date).”
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
