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Before applying for visa, the Fellow should obtain information from the nearest Japanese Embassy or

Consulate on the application procedure and the necessary application documents.
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1. “T am invited by a researcher in Japan to conduct collaborative research in Japan for (duration of
fellowship) months at (host institution’ s name). My invitation has been approved by the host
institution.”
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2. “The expenses for my stay in Japan will be covered by the JSPS Invitation Fellowship Program.
JSPS, Japan Society for the Promotion of Science, is an independent administrative institution
operating under the auspices of the Japanese Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology (Monbukagakusho).

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4. “How many days prior to my departure should I apply for my visa? How long does it take to receive
my visa after submitting an application? [ am planning to leave for Japan on (your planned departure
date).”
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
