I gave a general introduction on the languages of the world, starting by asking the students to 
recognize languages on the slides. I spoke in Italian and Finnish so that the students could get 
a general feeling of what these foreign languages sound like, and then we did a short pair 
dialogue in Finnish. I also explained language variation and evolution, referring to Japanese 
dialect. The workshop activity included looking up a country on Wikipedia and noting down how 
many languages are spoken in that country. In this way, students got an idea on how many 
languages are indeed spoken in the world, how many languages have very few speakers, and 
how many of them are actually dying.
