Following discussions with the teachers, I decided to divide my lecture into two main parts: my 
background and my research. I started by introducing the students to my home country, Norway, 
and talked about some of my experiences in Japan. I also discussed how my life and research 
has been influenced by living abroad. I then told them about my education and what had 
motivated me to become a medieval historian, As part of this section, I introduced the students 
to medieval languages and medieval manuscripts. I read some examples of Old English and 
showed them many examples of medieval manuscripts.  

I then moved on to my research on Anglo-Saxon law and history. I gave a basic overview of 
English history in the early Middle Ages and the structure of this society. I then gave a longer 
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introduction to the Anglo-Saxon legal system, taking them through the legal process. I covered 
the types of offences found in the laws, how courts operated, how the parties could prove their 
innocence or guilt, how decisions were reached and how offenders were punished.  

I finished with a section on my project in Japan, which concerns the German legal historian 
Felix Liebermann, whose library is at the University of Tokyo. In this section I discussed why 
Liebermann is still important and, in general, why 19th-century historians are still relevant to 
modern historians. I also discussed the various aspects of 19th- and 20th-century history of 
Germany and Japan, including scholarly connections, the impact of the first world war and the 
consequences of the University of Tokyo of the Great Kanto Earthquake of 1923.
