In this class we discussed why it is necessary to study language: It is observed everyone speaks
a particular language and children can naturally speak the language of their community easily
without instructions. So by studying language one can understand the capabilities of human
beings. We are also able to share information across time and space. A lot of things are said
about language that only a careful study of it can establish what is true about language. We learn
that grammar is more complicated than can ever be taught in school, languages differ in how they
express directions and sometimes the language one speaks can affect whether or not they
distinguish between certain speech sounds. Also certain misconceptions about language was
noted including young people are making language worse, it is easier to learn a language if your
ancestors spoke that language. In an attempt to differentiate Language from other means of
communication, the some features of language were discussed. Language is produced vocally, it
is interchangeable, language can be used to talk about imaginary or false things. Language is



productive and is culturally transmitted.

We discussed linguistics—the scientific study of language, and some of the questions that
researchers in the field of linguistics ask including: how languages are structured in terms of
sounds (phonetics and phonology), words (morphology), expressions (syntax), and meaning
(semantics). Attention was paid to Syntax—the study of word order and structure. The rules for
how we build and understand new sentences. Sometimes sentences can have multiple meanings
in language structural ambiguity.
