The presentation focused on the representation of the Second World War in Japanese
cinema from the 1980s to the present, examining how specific portrayals influence
Japan’s international relations, particularly with its Asian neighbors. By analyzing key
films, the lecture explored the narratives constructed within Japanese media and how
these narratives shape public memory, national identity, and perceptions of history.

A central theme of the discussion was the role of media in reflecting and reinforcing
political and cultural attitudes. Students were encouraged to approach cinematic
representations critically, evaluating the ways in which historical events are framed and
questioning the implications of such framings for contemporary international relations.
Particular attention was given to how these portrayals impact Sino-Japanese relations, a
subject that sparked significant interest and engagement among the students.



The lecture emphasized the importance of being analytical consumers of media, not
only as a means of understanding history but also as a way of fostering more nuanced
and empathetic perspectives toward the complexities of Japan’s modern history and its
interactions with neighboring nations.
