Tourism, particularly with emblematic species like mountain gorillas, significantly impacts
conservation. While gorilla tourism is praised for supporting habitat protection, research in
Uganda's Bwindi Impenetrable National Park raises concerns about its potential negative effects
on gorilla behavior. Tourists often approach within 3 meters, influencing prosocial behaviors, self-
scratching rates, and social cohesion. Enforcing a minimum 7-meter distance is recommended to
mitigate these impacts. Additionally, a study in captivity highlights gorillas as preferred zoo
attractions, emphasizing the crucial role of zoos in educating visitors about responsible wildlife
interaction and tourism practices. This research underscores the need for balance in tourism
practices to ensure the well-being of species while still promoting conservation efforts.
